Our new attorney went over the Pinewood Deeds and Restrictions, the Pinewood By-laws and a new document, the Kansas HOA Homeowners Bill of Rights.   We found out that our governing documents need to be updated because somethings do not apply anymore, due to new legislation, not fault of the BOD.  This has led to some confusion

The bright side to all of this is that more homeowners have come to the meetings, in person or via zoom, than ever before. That’s great! We need homeowners to be involved and learn how an HOA works. We follow the rules (the governing documents listed above) and need to communicate honestly with each other. We work for the good of the entire Pinewood Community, all 118 homeowners.

Property Insurance Changes 

 Homeowners, you might want to contact your homeowners insurance company regarding a change in your coverage that may affect your deductible on a claim and the amount of coverage if your roof has to be replaced.  Many homeowner insurance policies have covered the total cost of roof replacement in the past, but with the new protocol for homeowner insurance the total cost of replacement, if needed, may not be covered.  A roof inspection by a reputable company or your insurance company might be a good idea to reveal any damage from our last hail storm in May.
